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The Art and Science of Systems Architecting

Systems architecting is the art and science of developing systems solutions in ill-structured problem environments.
Systems architects concentrate on initial systems definition and design—making use of the systems engineering speciat
ties to develop satisfactory and feasible systems concepts—and certification for client use. The architectural approach
is needed most as systems become more complex and multi-disciplinary, and for systems customized to individual
clients. This course will cover fundamental concepts of systems architecting, evidence for a distinct architectural
approach, the architect’s organizational and life cycle roles, use of explicit heuristics to organize the “art” side of

the process, and organizing architecture descriptions through multiple views. Exercises and active involvement on
the part of participants are included.

e The architecting metaphor as the foundation for systems architecting practice

e Defining the scope of classical systems architecting—that part of systems engineering most concerned
with purpose determination, concept formulation, structuring, and certification for use

e The art of systems architecting is as important as the science and can be taught

e The explicit heuristic method as a means of formalizing the “soft” side of architecting

e Architecture representations through multiple views and their relationship to
architecture description frameworks .
